Dear Church Family:

Greetings from Jamaica! I am writing on behalf of a young man named Jason Campbell. Jason is a 27 year old farmer and member of the Seventh-Day Adventist Church. Since his baptism as a teenager, he has been very involved in church activities and serves the body of Christ by transporting members and visitors to church and participating in Sabbath School and AY programs. 

On Friday, April 23, 2010, Jason was riding home on a bike when he was struck by a motorist. This accident left him with a fractured pelvis and shattered knee cap. Jason is currently in a public hospital (government funded) with no pain medication as they are out of free morphine and you must pay to purchase your own. A 16 hour surgery has been recommended to replace his hip and knee cap. The cost of this surgery is between $7000 to $10,000 (US dollars) and must be paid in full before the surgery is performed. The alternative to the surgery is amputation. Please join our Jamaican church family in praying for Jason as he goes through this difficult time.
